*FROM THE HEIDELBERG CATECHISM 1563 
Q-1  What is your only comfort in life and in death? 
A-1  That I belong—body and soul, in life and in death—not to myself, but to my faithful 
Savior, Jesus Christ, who at the cost of his own blood has fully paid for all my sins and has 
completely freed me from the dominion of the devil… 
Q-2  How many things must you know that you may live and die in the blessedness of this 
comfort? 
A-2  Three.  First, the greatness of my sin.  Second, how I am freed from all my sins and 
their consequences.  Third, what gratitude I owe to God for such redemption.   
Q-3  Where do you learn of your sin and its consequences? 
A-3   From the Law of God. 
Q-4.  What does the Law of God require of us? 
A-4    Jesus Christ teaches this…”You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, 
and with all your soul, and with all your mind.  This is the great and first commandment.  
And a second is like it, you shall love your neighbor as yourself.  On these two 
commandments depend all the law and the prophets.”
