During Sunday 

worship  I will be preaching a sermon series entitled:  òFacing Human Frailty in the Light of Godõs Grace.ó 

 

The Lenten season does provide all of us at Leesburg Presbyterian both the opportunity and the challenge to 

become more intentionally and deeply engaged with our faith that is grounded in the life and death and res-

urrection of the Jesus of Nazareth.  Sister Joan Chittister summarizes well the promises residing in this sea-

son. 

 

Lent is about taking 

stock of time, even religious time.  Lent is about exercising the control that enables us to say no to ourselves so 

that when life turns hard of its own accord we have the stamina to say yes to its twists and turns with faith and 

hope.  Lent is the time to make new efforts to be what we say we want to be.ò (from The Rule of Benedict: In-

sight for the Ages).
